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Abstract

The abstract is a short summary (50 – 200 words) of your paper.  Its used is to provide a quick outline of your presen​tation, giving the reader an overview of the research.  This is an important aspect of your paper as it is this description that may attract the reader to continue and finish your full report. It is important to remember that your abstract will help readers decide if they should read an entire article, help readers and researchers remember key findings on a topic, help readers understand a text by acting as a pre-reading outline of key points, and finally index articles for quick recovery and cross-referencing.
Introduction

These instructions give you basic guidelines for preparing papers for the SEMJ.org Journal. Please use the supplied template and format.  Deviation from the supplied format will reduce the chances of your paper being accepted. If accepted, the paper will appear in the proceedings as submitted.

Submissions

If this is the first time that you have submitted an article for review, it may be helpful to send an introduction with your topic concept. This will allow the editors of the Journal to give you initial feedback and support for your writing effort. How to Format the Page

A.  Full-Size Camera-Ready (CR) Copy

Although you can format your own document it is advised that you work directly in the provided template.

Please prepare your paper camera-ready in full-size format. Letter format 8 1/2" x 11" (21.5 cm x 27.9 cm) can be used.  

B.  Format

In formatting your paper, set top and bottom margins to 1 inch (25mm) and left and right margins to 0.7 inches (18 mm).  A single column is used throughout the article.

Left- and right-justify columns. Use automatic hyphenation if you have it. Don't forget to check spelling (English – United States).

C.  Fonts

Use standard fonts, Times New Roman or Arial.  Try to follow the font sizes specified in Table I as best you can.

Section titles, references, tables table names, table captions, figure captions, footnotes, sub-and superscripts

Illustrations

Figure captions should be below the figures; table captions should be above the tables.  Try to place the figures and tables after their first mention in the text.  Use the abbreviation (e.g., "Fig. 1") even at the begi​nning of a sentence.  

All illustrations (pictures/photographs) should preferably be clear black and white and furnished with the text. Color use is acceptable in graphs, etc. but please keep the text in black and white.

Helpful Hints

A.  References and footnotes

List and number all references at the end of the paper. When referencing them in the text, type the corresponding reference number in parentheses as shown at the end of this sentence (1).  Number the citations consecu​tively.  Sentence punctuation follows the parentheses.  Do not use "Ref. (3)" or "reference (3)" except at the beginning of a sentence.

Number footnotes separately in superscripts1. Place the actual footnote at the bottom of the column in which it is cited.  Do not put footnotes in the reference list.  

Give all authors' names; do not use "et al." unless there are six authors or more.  Papers that have not been published, even if they have been submitted for publication, should be cited as "unpublished" (10).  Papers that have been accepted for publication should be cited as "in press" (11).  Capitalize only the first word in a paper title, except for proper nouns and element symbols.

For papers published in translation journals, please give the English citation first, followed by the original foreign-language citation. (12).

B.  Abbreviations and Acronyms

Define abbreviations and acronyms the first time they are used. Redefine acronyms when first used in the text even if they have been defined in the abstract.  
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
